In order to assure consistency of data, please refer to the definitions below. 
Law Enforcement Involvement:  An individual is charged with a crime or is the subject of a police investigation that may lead to criminal charges; an individual causes an event such as pulling a fire alarm that requires active involvement of law enforcement personnel, even if the event will not lead to criminal charges;  crisis intervention involving police/law enforcement personnel.

Psychiatric Emergency Room Visit:  The use of a hospital emergency room to evaluate /treat psychiatric symptoms or behavioral concerns. (If the individual is admitted to the hospital, do not count the emergency room visit.)

Psychiatric Hospitalizations:  An inpatient admission to a psychiatric facility, including crisis facilities and the psychiatric departments of acute care hospitals, for the purpose of evaluation or treatment, or both, whether voluntary or involuntary.  This includes admissions for “23 hour” observation and those for the review or adjustment, or both, of medications prescribed for the treatment of psychiatric symptoms of for the control of challenging behaviors.

Crisis Intervention :  A behavioral episode manifesting itself by acute symptoms of sufficient severity such that a prudent  lay person who possesses an average knowledge of behavioral health and medicine could reasonably expect the absence of immediate intervention to result in placing the individual and or the persons around them in jeopardy including imminent risk of hospitalization, institutionalization or incarceration.
